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Analysis on the effect of outpatient pharmacists' intervention on prescriptions in Emergency department

[ Abstract] Objective: To observe whether pharmacists' real-time intervention on prescription can improve the rationality of
prescriptions in Emergency Department. Methods: This research needs to process and analyze the data of prescriptions in Emergency
Department from January 2014 to December intervened by pharmacists. The incidence rates of unreasonable prescriptions in the Emergency
Department were compared between 2014 and 2013, in order to evaluate the effect of intervention on prescription in Emergency Department
in 2014. Results: The incidence rate of unreasonable prescriptions in the Emergency Department were consistent with those of all outpatient
clinics. Through real-time prescription intervention, the incidence rate of unreasonable prescriptions in Emergency Department of our
hospital decreased from 4.45% in 2013 to 0.12% in 2014. Conclusion: Timely communication of pharmacists with doctors and adjustment
of the irrational drug use can improve the rational drug use in Emergency deparment.
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
